Re: Community Preservation Act


The Holyoke Historical Commission enthusiastically endorses the Community Preservation Act as presented to the Commission on March 14, 2016. We understand that the CPA coalition is asking for a 1.5% surcharge with the exemptions of the first $100k of residential, commercial, industrial property value, plus full exemptions for seniors (low to moderate income) and low income families.

The Historical Commission is continually asked about funding that is available for preservation. Finally, CPA has the answer!

CPA communities exercise local control over their CPA budget and are approved by the City Council. The input from residents and community boards and committees determine what types of projects will benefit our community. 

The CPA also provides funding for equally important issues such as space and recreation, historic resources, and community housing.
